Admissions to School September 2023

If your child was born between 1 September 2018 and 31 August 2019 and you live in Gateshead, you can apply
now for your child to start reception class in September 2023.

On-line applications must be submitted by 15 January 2023. If you do not submit your form by this date, you
will reduce your chances of gaining a place at one of your preferred schools.

If your child is due to start secondary school in September 2023 you can apply now for a secondary school
place. Apply on-line at: www.gateshead.gov.uk/schooladmissions

On-line applications must be submitted by 31 October 2022. If you do not submit your form by this date, you
will reduce your chances of gaining a place at one of your chosen schools.

You should list three school preferences on your application, applying for only one school does not improve
your chances of gaining a place at this school.

It is important that you look at the information in the ‘Admission to Primary School’ booklet and relevant
school admission policies before you submit your application.

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School Lunch Price Increase
